
 
 
 
 

THAT’S THE TICKET Cash Bonanza Riches Second Chance 
Promotion Selection of Grand Prize Winners 

 
I. These are the rules pertaining to the three (3) draws to select the grand prize 

winners of the “THAT’S THE TICKET Cash Bonanza Riches” Promotion 
(“Promotion”).  The first grand prize drawing will take place on July 3, 2007 in 
Charleston, S.C., the second on September 1, 2007 in Myrtle Beach, S.C. and the 
final drawing will be in Columbia, S.C. within 30 days after the official last day to 
sell the Cash Bonanza Riches instant ticket.  These times, dates and locations are 
subject to chance without notice. 

 
II. Eight (8) Promotion finalists (“Finalists”) selected and qualified through the 

preliminary second chance drawings are the participants in each final selection 
process for the grand prizes.  The eight (8) will consist of four (4) from the 
electronic entry preliminary draws and four (4) from the mail-in preliminary draws 
(see separate draw procedures). 

 
III. JULY 3, 2007 (CHARLESTON) AND SEPTEMBER 1, 2007 (MYRTLE BEACH) 

DRAWINGS 
 

1. Each of the eight (8) finalists, or an approved proxy, must be pre-qualified 
and present to participate in the final selection to win prizes.  A proxy may 
stand in for the Finalist, but the proxy may not take possession or 
ownership of any prize. 

2. The eight (8) Finalists will be randomly assigned a number from one (1) to 
eight (8) in the following manner:  Beginning in alphabetical order, based 
on each Finalist’s last name (not the name of any proxy), each Finalist will 
draw a number from one (1) to eight (8) from a draw container. 

3. The eight (8) Finalists will line up in numerical order, left to right, 
according to the numbers determined pursuant to paragraph 4 above.  Each 
will stand in front of a large replica of the Cash Bonanza Riches instant 
ticket. 

4. At a prearranged signal, all Finalists will scratch their replica tickets.  Four 
of the replica tickets will exhibit the word, “TRIP”.  The Finalists 
scratching those tickets will be the grand prize winners.  The remaining 
four Finalists will receive $5,000 each. 

 
IV. FINAL DRAWING(COLUMBIA) 
 

1. Cards representing the eight (8) Finalists will be placed in a drawing 
container.  The cards will be thoroughly mixed.  One card will be selected 



and that Finalist will win a grand prize trip.  There are no consolation 
prizes for this final drawing. 

 
 
General Provisions  
 
Any questions as to the alphabetical order of the Finalists will be resolved by the Director 
of Security, at his sole discretion and approved by the independent auditor. 
 
Should any stage of the selection process detailed above become unmanageable, incorrect 
or if a foul is declared by the Director of Security, or his designee, in his sole discretion, 
the Director of Security, or his designee, may devise a random method of selection by lot 
or other method deemed random, and certified by the independent auditor and the contest 
may be resumed.  Alternatively, in his sole discretion, the selection process may be 
stopped, delayed, restarted, or postponed by the Director of Security, or his designee, as  
deemed appropriate given the circumstances.  Applicable provisions of the Official 
Promotion Rules shall apply. 
 
Finalists agree that by participating in the grand prize selection process, a Finalist 
affected by any decision during the drawing process or any aspect of the Grand Prize 
selection shall be limited to the remedy or remedies and the damage limitation as 
provided in the Official Rules for the THAT’S THE TICKET Cash Bonanza Riches 
Promotion.  This selection process is a supplement to the Official Rules and all of the 
provisions of the Official Rules remain in effect. 
 
As authorized in the promotional rules, a prize may be substituted or altered as approved 
by SCEL in its sole discretion.
